3 If I gave
everything I have to the poor and even
sacrificed my body, I could boast about
it; but if I didn’t love others, I would have
gained nothing.

Sermon & Scripture Discussion:

What might have happened in that
church to make this such an important point? How could this be applicable to us as a church today?
Pastor Jevon said, "You replicate what you reward." How does this show up in your life? What about our
collective life together?
The tension that Paul points out is that we can DO all of the right things, but if our MOTIVES aren't right,
we're still missing the point. Can you think of a time you've been in this kind of situation? 
What would need to happen for you to make love essential? What values would need to shift or be
replaced? Practically, how would this show up in your actions, thoughts, or habits?
